Denny Morris and Martha Burton gave a PowerPoint presentation (filed in the City Clerk’s Office). They touched on Branding, its Mission – Marketing, Funding, Grants, and Economic Impact. Even after the Ft. Lee completes its 1,000 room hotel, they will still need an additional 3,000 rooms from the surrounding area. Approximately 750 families rotate into and out of Ft. Lee each year. There are 65,000 residents each year in Ft. Lee. 
FORT LEE JOINT LAND USE STUDY (JLUS)

Mr. Morris distributed copies of the Request for Proposals – Fort Lee Joint Land Use Study. Proposals requested by: Crater Planning District Commission, Petersburg, Virginia (copy filed in the City Clerk’s Office). There is a 15-month time line and it will be a $250,000 contract.
