An Ordinance amending and reenacting Chapter 37, Weapons, of the Code of the City of Hopewell.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF HOPEWELL that Chapter 37, Weapons, of the Code of the City of Hopewell is amended and reenacted as follows:

Chapter 37.  WEAPONS

Sec. 37-1.  Carrying concealed weapons.

(a)	If any person carries about his person, hid from common observation, any pistol or any other firearm or weapon designed or intended to propel a missile of any kind, dirk, bowie knife, switchblade knife, razor, slingshot, metal knucks or any weapon of like kind, or nun chahka or any similar flailing instrument consisting of two (2) or more rigid parts connected so as to allow them to swing freely, which instrument may also be known as a "nunchuck" or "nunchaku," shuriken, fighting chain or any weapon of like kind, he shall be guilty of a Class 1 misdemeanor and such weapon shall be forfeited to the city and may be seized by an officer as forfeited, and such as may be needed for police officers or conservators of the peace shall be devoted to that purpose, and the remainder shall be destroyed by the officer having them in charge.

(b)	This section shall not apply to any person who has been granted permission to carry a concealed weapon pursuant to state law or to any person while in his own place of abode or the curtilage thereof or to any police officer, sergeant, sheriff or deputy sheriff.

(c)	This section shall not apply to any of the following individuals while in the discharge of their official duties:

(1)	Carriers of the United States mail in rural districts.

(2)	Officers or guards of any state correctional institution.

(3)	Conservators of the peace, except that the following conservators of the peace shall not be permitted to carry a concealed weapon, unless a permit is obtained as provided by state law: Notaries public; registrars; drivers, operators or other persons in charge of any motor vehicle carrier of passengers for hire.

(4)	Noncustodial employees of the state department of corrections designated to carry weapons by the state secretary of public safety or the director of the state department of corrections pursuant to Section 53-39 of the Code of Virginia.

(d)	When requested by the circuit court of the City of Hopewell, the chief of police or his representative shall conduct an investigation into the background of any individual applying for a permit to carry a concealed weapon under state law, which investigation shall include reports on the applicant from the central criminal records exchange.

(e)	The clerk of the circuit court shall collect from any applicant for a concealed weapons permit a fee of thirty-five dollars ($35.00), in addition to any other fee assessed by law, to cover the cost of conducting the investigation referred to in subsection (d) of this section.

Sec. 37-2.  Carrying dangerous weapon to place of religious worship.

If any person shall carry any gun, pistol, bowie knife, dagger or other dangerous weapon, without good and sufficient reason, to a place of worship while a meeting for religious purposes is being held at such place, he shall be guilty of a Class 4 misdemeanor.

Sec. 37-3.  Possession, etc., of firearms of home-made construction.

It shall be unlawful and a Class 1 misdemeanor for any person within the city to have in his possession, make or manufacture and sell or trade any pistol, gun or rifle of home-made construction; provided, however that this shall in no way apply to pistols, guns and rifles or other like firearms that are manufactured by persons who are engaged in such a manufacturing business.

Sec. 37-4.  Discharging firearms.

It shall be unlawful and a Class 1 misdemeanor for any person, without necessity, to fire or discharge, within the city, any firearm of any kind.

Sec. 37-5.  Discharging air gun, bow, etc.

(a)	No person shall, anywhere within the city, discharge an arrow, shot, stone, gravel, bullet or any similar thing from any air gun, bow, gravel shooter or other similar instrument.	

(b)	Any person violating the provisions of this section shall be guilty of a Class 4 misdemeanor.

(c)	Nothing in this section shall be construed to prohibit supervised programs of the Hopewell City Schools, the Hopewell Recreation Department, the Hopewell Police Department, or other organizations with a special permit issued by the city manager or his designated representative.

(d) 	Nothing in this section shall be construed to prohibit the use of pneumatic guns at facilities approved for shooting ranges, on other property where firearms may be discharged, or on or within private property with permission of the owner or legal possessor thereof when conducted with reasonable care to prevent a projectile from crossing the bounds of the property.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Sec. 37-6.  Sale, delivery, etc., of blackjacks, metal knucks, switchblade knives or similar weapons.

If any person shall sell or barter, or exhibit for sale or for barter, or give or furnish, or cause to be sold, bartered, given or furnished, or has in his possession or under his control, with the intent of selling, bartering, giving or furnishing, any blackjack, brass or metal knucks, switchblade knife or like weapon, such person shall be guilty of a Class 4 misdemeanor. The having in one's possession of any such weapon shall be prima facie evidence, except in the case of a conservator of the peace, of his intent to sell, barter, give or furnish the same.

Sec. 37-7.  Sale, etc., of toy firearms discharging blank or ball charges.

(a)	No person shall sell, barter, exchange, furnish or dispose of by purchase, gift or in any other manner any toy gun, pistol, rifle or other toy firearm, if the same shall, by means of powder or other explosive, discharge blank or ball charges. Any person violating the provisions of this section shall be guilty of a Class 4 misdemeanor. Each sale of any of the articles hereinbefore specified to any person shall constitute a separate offense.

(b)	Nothing in this section shall be construed as preventing the sale of what are commonly known as cap pistols.

Sec. 37-8.  Sale or delivery of certain weapons to minors.

If any person shall sell, barter, give or furnish, or cause to be sold, bartered, given or furnished, to any person under eighteen (18) years of age, a pistol, dirk or bowie knife, having good cause to believe him to be under eighteen (18) years of age, such person shall be guilty of a Class 4 misdemeanor.

Sec. 37-9.  Urban Archery.

(a)  Hunting with bow and arrow is permitted on any city owned real property designated by the City Manager, or his designee, as an “archery area,” and/or on any private property containing at least 3/4 of an acre of land, with written permission from the owners of the property, which written permission shall be carried by the hunter while hunting on said property. Hunting will be permitted during any hunting seasons declared by the Virginia Department of Game and Inland Fisheries, including any early, late, or special urban archery season.

(b) Any person desiring to hunt on any city-owned property must obtain a permit from the Hopewell Police Department, in addition to any hunting license required by the Virginia Department of Game and Inland Fisheries. The permit must be obtained under those terms and conditions that the Hopewell Police Department may impose or establish including, but not limited to, a proficiency test in the use of a bow and arrow.

(c) The owner of any private property of at least 3/4 acre who intends to permit hunting on said property, shall file a written declaration of such intent with the Hopewell Police Department on an annual basis.

(d)  Hunting is prohibited in all areas, and at all other times except as expressly permitted by this section.

(e) It is unlawful to hunt except from a stand elevated at least ten (10) feet from the ground.

		Motion was made by Councilor Shornak, and seconded by Councilor Pelham to amend Article I., Definitions, of the Zoning Ordinance of the City of Hopewell. 

DISCUSSION:		#184 “Night Club: See “Dance Hall,” but, #90 “Dance Hall” has been deleted. The correction to keep #90 “Dance Hall,” will be reflected in the Ordinance. Regarding #229 “Sexually Oriented Business,” the boundary for a residential district refers to R-1, R-2, R-3, or R-4. The City used planning reference books from the American Planning Association and compared definitions of jurisdictions in the region.

		Mayor Luman-Bailey opened the public hearing at 7:55 PM.

COMMUNICATIONS FROM CITIZENS

		John Holloway, Hopewell, addressed Council regarding acquiring another member of the Code Enforcement Department for the City, without increasing the budget. 

		There being no (other) speakers, Communications from Citizens was closed.

CITIZEN/COUNCILOR REQUEST COUNCILOR BUJAKOWSKI – S. C. T. I

	Councilor Bujakowski explained that S. C. T. I. stands for Senior Citizen Tax Incentive. This is a follow-up on something that Vice Mayor Walton brought to Council’s attention a few months ago. The goal is to help Senior Citizens in Hopewell. There will be no motion to do anything at this point. He was interested in using some of the I-295 money towards senior citizens. Mayor Luman-Bailey suggested that Councilor Pelham work with staff and come back with some parameters to make this happen. 

DISCUSSION:	  There was an indication that many senior citizens in Hopewell struggle financially. Many do not have family members to support them. The proposed target is senior citizens aged 70 and above with income levels of $35,000 and below. However long the I-295 money lasts is how long the SCTI program would last. There was a suggestion that $200.00 be given in the form of a check directly to a senior citizen. Council was urged to be cautious. The average median salary in Hopewell is $35,000.00. The City does a number of things already to assist senior citizens. Some preferred that the money go to a public safety building. Another recommendation was to seek partnership with Social Services to do case analyses so that people in need would be getting the money. 

CITIZEN/COUNCILOR REQUEST – COUNCILOR SHORNAK – REPORT FROM THE HOPEWELL DOWNTOWN PARTNERSHIP

	Councilor Shornak had requested and updated report on the Hopewell Downtown Partnership. In the absence of Mr. Poe-Board President, who was on vacation, Evan Kaufman gave the presentation.

	The report stated that the partnership brought Kathy Frasier to Hopewell who offered free façade sketches for improvement grants. The Chamber of Commerce helped also. There are two grants totaling $12,500.00; one is from CSX Railroad and the other is from the Virginia Main Street Center. There was discussion of security cameras linked with the HPD; family recreational activities; Healthy Hopewell Initiative; “Farm to Table” bus which brings produce to the customers; and possibly setting up a Farmers Market downtown. There is a newsletter and a website for more information. The Partnership has been working with Garet Prior, from VCU, who completed a project for the Department of Development. On July 24 they will give a joint presentation. As a public relations effort, Mr. Kaufman was interviewed on local radio; and there have also been publications in the Hopewell News and the Progress-Index. The Hopewell Downtown Partnership is trying to be a good steward. The Cost of Services totals over $40,000.00. In August there will be a presentation in Warrenton, Virginia, using Hopewell as a case study. The presentation ended at 8:21 PM.

DISCUSSION:	    A formal plan on paper will be developed by Todd Barmen. Most organizations have a Vision Statement, goals and objectives, and a need for a business plan. They need to prepare a Strategic Plan to get more community buy in. Such a plan will be presented in July. Two upcoming outdoor, free, movies have been advertised. There was a suggestion to coordinate with Steve Benham, Director of the HRHA to provide transportation for children who might otherwise be unable to attend. There was a request for minutes of the HDDP monthly meetings. Currently the board meetings are not advertised to the public. Mr. Kaufman will talk to the board. One of the grants, from CSX, was specifically for downtown improvement projects. The partnership was required to have a 501(c) 3 before accepting grants. As a tax exempt organization, the Downtown Partnership applied for the grant and has a 501(c) 6. Any organization dealing with economic development is under the 501(c) 6. [The board will be giving a presentation to Council in the Fall.] There are many differences between the “3” and the “6.” One big difference is being ineligible to receive grants. Another difference is that any contributions that are made are not tax deductible. Mr. Kaufman indicated that Jeff Sadler will be coming to talk on the issue of “write offs” in more detail and the board will be talking about non-profit status. In the Articles of the Downtown Partnership it states that it is exclusively described as a 501(c) 3 organization. But, Mr. Kaufman indicated that it says “will reflect activities of a 501(c) 3.” All further questions should be directed to Mr. Poe before the next presentation. The Partnership does provide an expenditure report; Council requested a monthly report. 

REGULAR BUSINESS – SCHOOL BOARD BUDGET RESOLUTION AMENDMENT – FY 2011/2012 - $1,543,675

	Ray Watson, Assistant Superintendent of Schools, shared that most of the things on this list Council knows about. The exciting part is the Food Services Fund. He invited Councilors to stop by the Woodlawn Learning Center to see the newly renovated café. It is spectacular.

REGULAR BUSINESS – MARINA PPEA

	The City Manager introduced the Marina PPEA. There is a $1.5Million cap on this project. There may be some alternates for Council to consider; but the base price is $1.5Million. 

	The Marina Committee met with Mr. Jim Enochs to review the scope of work outlined in the PPEA conceptual proposal for the Design and Construction of the Renovation of the Hopewell Marina submitted by J. W. Enochs, Inc. (copy filed in the City Clerk’s Office). 

	Motion was made by Councilor Stokes, and seconded by Vice Mayor Walton, to authorize Preparation of the Comprehensive PPEA Agreement for the Marina for review and to direct the City Clerk to advertise for a public hearing as soon as possible, allowing for required publication. 

DISCUSSION:	 If there is not enough time for advertising the public hearing on August 14, it will have to be held in September. $1.5Million is a hard number. It had been suggested to increase the size of the Ship’s Store. If that can be done at the $1.5Million, fine; otherwise there should be no change. Mr. Enochs was present and stated that he will do what was presented in the PPEA for $1.5Million. Some Councilors were concerned with having received only one bid at $1.5Million. There was also Council concern to wait until the Beacon Theatre was completed to see if there might be any credits that could be applied to the Marina project. There was also some upset with the PPEA. The Marina improvements have been discussed for about 12 years. The City must take care of what it has and make it look nice. There was still an issue with having received only one bid. The Beacon was advertised one time in the Hopewell News. The Marina PPEA was not advertised. [However, it was distributed electronically to over 5,000 contractors, in addition to the Hopewell News.] 

	Councilor Pelham raised a Point of Order – discussion of the Beacon Theatre was not on the table. However, the City Attorney ruled that it was permissible to discuss the Beacon as a PPEA. 

	There was a problem with taking and accepting the one bid. It makes good business sense to get more than one bid. The PPEA should incorporate advertising in more than one newspaper and get more than one bid. There is no problem with Mr. Enochs at all. There are contractors out there who want the work and need to work. They need to put their employees back to work.

	Councilor Stokes called for the question. 

	Mayor Luman-Bailey indicated that the PPEA was looked at several years ago. It is a good way to complete a public project.

REGULAR BUSINESS – ORDINANCE NO. 2012-05 – AMENDING AND REENACTING SEC. 6-45 KEEPING OF LIVESTOCK NEAR RESIDENCES OF ARTICLE I, CHAPTER 6, ANIMALS & FOWL OF THE CODE OF THE CITY OF HOPEWELL

	Tevya Griffin, City Planner, gave a PowerPoint presentation which illustrated the space required for a chicken coop and its enclosure. There is not enough space from the coop to other properties. If the distance was changed from 75ft. to 35ft. it would be in compliance. There was discussion about changing the distance to accommodate chickens. According to the City Attorney, a “grandfathering” clause could be added. Chicken owners would notify the Department of Development that they have chickens.
