	REGULAR BUSINESS – MARINA IMPROVEMENTS CHANGE ORDER – AUTHORIZE A CONTRACT MODIFICATION (CHANGE ORDER) TO THE EXISTING CONTRACT FOR HOPEWELL CITY MARINA – MODIFICATION WOULD INCREASE THE CONTRACT ASSIGNMENT TO INCLUDE THE PROPOSED PLATFORM AS A NEW PROJECT – THE AUTHORIZATION LIMIT AFFECTING THIS PROJECT IS NOT TO EXCEED $11,600 
	
	Motion was made by Councilor Shornak, seconded by Councilor Walton to resolve to authorize a contract modification (Change Order) in the amount of $11,600 to the existing City contract for Hopewell City Marina Improvements contract.

DISCUSSION

	The original PPEA did not have a contingency fund. (Change Orders must be agreed upon in writing.) The additions include a concrete platform, repairing the cracked concrete at the boat ramp, changing the three foot shower to a five-foot handicap shower, and adding a drain system for ease of cleaning. Funds are to be used first from the $1.5 million Social Services Building, and if necessary then use the Harbor Fund as back up funds.

	Substitute motion was made by Councilor Walton, seconded by Councilor Shornak to resolve to authorize a contract modification (Change Order) in the amount of $11,600 to the existing City contract for Hopewell City Marina Improvements contract, five percent of the original contract for additions [five percent of the original contract is $71,866]. The funds will come from first, the $1.5 million Social Services Building funds, and second if more funds are needed from the Harbor Fund, and to authorize the Acting City Manager to enter into such contract modification after the City Attorney approves the contract modifications instrument as to form.
