PUBLIC HEARING – TO CONSIDER A REQUEST SUBMITTED BY JOHN RANDOLPH MEDICAL CENTER OWNERS OF 411 W RANDOLPH ROAD, PARCELS IDENTIFIED AS 4 NORTH AND 608 NORTH 5TH AVENUE TO VACATE A PORTION OF 5TH AVENUE LOCATED ON THE NORTH SIDE OF RANDOLPH ROAD BETWEEN 4TH NORTH AND 608 N 5TH AVENUE AND A PORTION OF AN ALLEY LOCATED PERPENDICULAR TO NORTH 5TH AVENUE AND 6TH AVENUE ON THE NORTH SIDE OF RANDOLPH ROAD

This was the night advertised as a Public Hearing to receive public comments regarding the proposed vacation of a portion of N 5th Avenue and a portion of an alley perpendicular to N 5th Avenue and N 6th Avenue submitted by John Randolph Medical Center. 

Public Hearing was open at 7:05 p.m. 

A brief presentation from Keith P. Van Inwegen, ASLA , representing John Randolph Medical Center showed the concept for renovations of the front entrance, parking lot on the north side of the hospital and landscaping along Route 10.  

Todd Butterworth spoke on behalf of the Planning Commission and requested City Council approve the request. 

Elliot Eliades spoke in favor of the request as a spokesman for the Planning Commission. He spoke in favor of the request.

At 7:19 p.m., there being no other speakers the Public Hearing was closed.  

Motion was made by Todd Butterworth, seconded by Elliot Eliades and unanimously passed by the Planning Commission to recommend City Council approve the request to vacate a portion of N 5th Avenue and the 12 foot alley that extends in a northerly direction from the northerly boundary of Randolph Road, in the “B” Village Subdivision, in the City of Hopewell, Virginia, and consent to the consolidation  and  resubdivision  of  the  vacated  portion  of  N 5th Avenue, the 12 foot  alley and Lots 1,  2, 3, 4 and 5, Block 27, "B" Village Subdivision, in the City of Hopewell, Virginia.


Motion was made by Councilor Pelham, seconded by Councilor Luman-Bailey and unanimously passed to accept citizen comments and adopt Ordinance 2013-16 authorizing the vacation of the portion of N 5th Avenue and the 12 foot alley that extends in a northerly direction from the northerly boundary of Randolph Road, in the B Village Subdivision, in the City of Hopewell, Virginia, and consent to the consolidation  and  resubdivision  of  the  vacated  portion  of  N 5th Avenue, the 12 foot  alley and Lots 1,  2, 3, 4 and 5, Block 27, "B" Village Subdivision, in the City of Hopewell, Virginia on one and only reading, dispensing with the second reading.

ORDINANCE 2013-16

An Ordinance authorizing the vacation of the portion of North 5th Avenue and the 12' alley that extends in a northerly direction from the northerly boundary of Randolph Road, in the “B” Village Subdivision, in the City of Hopewell, Virginia, and consent to the consolidation and resubdivision of the vacated portion of N 5th Avenue, the 12 foot alley and Lots 1, 2, 3, 4 and 5, Block 27, "B" Village Subdivision, in the City of Hopewell, Virginia.

WHEREAS, a request has been filed with the City of Hopewell to vacate the City's interest in the portion of North 5th Avenue and the 12 foot alley that extends in a northerly direction from the northerly boundary of Randolph Road, in the “B” Village Subdivision, in the City of Hopewell, Virginia; and

WHEREAS,  the  Planning  Commission  of  the  City  of  Hopewell  has  recommended granting the requested vacation.

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF HOPEWELL that the vacation of the following described rights-of-way located in the City of Hopewell, Virginia:

ALL that certain piece or parcel of land located in the City of Hopewell, Virginia, identified as a vacant portion of North 5th Avenue and a 12 foot Alley as described on a plat entitled "COMPILED PLAT SHOWING A RESUBDIVISION OF LOTS  1-2-3-4 & 5, A  12 foot VACATED  ALLEY  & VACATED  N  5TH AVENUE, BLOCK 27, “B" VILLAGE FORMING: LOT 1R, "B" VILLAGE HOPEWELL, VIRGINIA" prepared by Draper Aden Associates of Richmond dated September 24, 2013, copy of which is attached hereto and made a part hereof,

be authorized and doth hereby authorize the Mayor to execute, on behalf of the City of Hopewell, one or more deeds of vacation vacating such parcels, as well as a development agreement, after review of said deed or deeds and such resubdivision plat by the City Attorney.

This Ordinance shall become null and void and of no effect if it is not recorded together with all deeds of vacation, and resubdivision plats in the Clerk's Office of the Circuit Court of the City of Hopewell within 30 days from passage of this Ordinance, or if the involved property owners do not pay all costs.   The party or parties requesting this vacation are responsible for preparing the appropriate deeds to effect vacation, submission of said deeds to the City Attorney for approval prior to execution and recordation, and the recordation of said deeds, all in a timely manner.   The vacated parcels shall be assimilated into, and become a part of, each abutting property, in accordance with the resubdivision plat.  The party or parties requesting this vacation are responsible for effecting any resubdivision process necessary to accomplish such assimilation. A copy of this Ordinance shall be sent to said parties by the Clerk of the City of Hopewell.

	This ordinance shall be approved on one and only reading, as an emergency measure, dispensing with a second reading.  This ordinance shall become effective immediately upon its adoption by the City Council.  In all other respects said Code of the City of Hopewell shall remain unchanged and be in full force and effect.
