HEALTH INSURANCE – GAIL VANCE, HUMAN RESOURCES DIRECTOR, JERRY WHITAKER, FINANCE DIRECTOR, AND ED DALEY, CITY MANAGER.

	Presentation was given by Gail Vance, Director of Human Resources for the proposed new city health insurance carrier Cigna. The City’s current carrier, United HealthCare, were increasing the too much for the city to afford. With Cigna the overall increase will be 2.9% per employee, with comparable coverage to the existing United HealthCare Policy. Similar classes of coverage would also be offered to employees, which include High, Medium and Low Options. Director Vance was thanked by City Council for doing an outstanding job.  

BUDGET REVIEW – JERRY WHITAKER, DIRECTOR OF FINANCE AND ED DALEY, CITY MANAGER.

	Jerry Whitaker, Director of Finance gave a brief review of the City Budget in which he used the reoccurring income and reoccurring expenditure formula. The 2013/14 Fiscal Budget is balanced.  Mr. Whitaker stated the outlook for the City is optimistic in comparison with his first overview of finances in April.
