1.) Langston Park – Presentation by Tevya Griffin to inform of a future zoning request of R-4 Residential Apartments (currently at Langston Park) to be rezoned as a Planned Unit Development (PUD). The maximum number of units can be eighty (80), yet there will be only fifty six (56) planned units. Thirty (30) of the units will be used for Hopewell Redevelopment and Housing Authority, and the remaining twenty six (26) are planned for fair market value rental units. The overall plan calls for 50% of the 5.5 acres to be open space, with 10% of the space being for pedestrian, and recreation space. The presentation is on file in the City Clerk’s Office.

Steven Benham, Director of Hopewell Redevelopment and Housing Authority,  introduced Tavaris McCoy from Community Housing Partners (CHP) Development. The preliminary plans and information gathered has confirmed Langston Park is an ideal location for the Planned Unit Development. It is located near public transportation; Woodson Elementary is nearby furnishing a park and various courts; retail stores are within walking distance; and the 5.5 acres provides for Crime Prevention Design with closer housing and better lighting. A handout, “Rezoning of Langston Park Drive Hopewell, VA,” was given to City Council and is on file in the City Clerk’s Office. 

2.) Enterprise Zone – Presentation by Tevya Griffin, Director of Neighborhood Assistance and
Planning Department, of the Enterprise Zone showed how the zone is divided into three sections. The three sections include Cavalier Square, portions of Downtown Hopewell and portions of the area between Woodlawn and Oaklawn Boulevard. Incentives for the businesses vary according to where they are located. 

3.) EDA Bonds – Presentation – postponed till February 11, 2014, due to inclement weather.
