PRESENTATION – ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT AUTHORITIES AND INDUSTRIAL REVENUE BONDS OVERVIEW – ANDREW HAGY, DIRECTOR OF ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT

		Andrew Hagy, Director of Economic Development gave a power point presentation titled, “Economic Development Authorities and Industrial Revenue Bonds Overview.” A copy of the power point is on file in the City Clerk’s Office. An overview of authorities’ power and purpose, common EDA activities, issue of bonds for private entities and localities, typical bonding process, Industrial Development Bonds (IDB) for manufacturing facilities, IDBs for exempt facilities, IDBs for charitable facilities, and sources of EDA funding were presented. 

		Mayor Bujakowski stated the $170,000 line item for Comprehensive Planning should be done in house, not outsourced. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]PRESENTATION - 1ST FISCAL YEAR 2014-2015 BUDGET REVIEW – JERRY WHITAKER, DIRECTOR OF FINANCE 

	Jerry Whitaker, Director of Finance gave a presentation on the Fiscal Year 2014-2015 Budget Review. A handout, “FY 2014-2015 Proposed Budget” was given to City Council. A copy of the handout is on file in the City Clerk’s Office. The budget calendar, goals, budget process, program priorities, budget highlights, new position requests, COLA/bonus - projected costs, schools - additional funding requests, budget changes from FY 2014 to FY 2015, the capitol fund, and capitol projects were reviewed.

	Mayor Bujakowski stated, “Just for a point. I want to go on record. I am opposed to the Comprehensive Funding of $170,000. We approved and requested the Planning Commission, which was under March Altman, at the time, to do this in house. We had the capabilities of doing it in house. The fact it has gone on and not much has been done – I don’t think it justifies just going out and paying somebody else to do this. But, that is just one opinion.”
