WORK SESSION – FISCAL YEAR 2014-2015 BUDGET – CITY SCHOOLS REVIEW 

	Dr. Fahey presented the City Schools Budget to City Council. A request for $941,362 for a 3% COLA, and $197,000 for three positions, two of which were previously funded by grants, and one new English position was proposed. A copy of the report, “FY 2015 School  Board Proposed Budget,” is on file in the City Clerk’s office. 

WORK SESSION – FISCAL YEAR 2014-2015 CITY BUDGET OVERALL REVIEW

	Jerry Whitaker, Director of Finance presented an overall review of the City budget. The handout, “FY 2014-2015 Proposed Budget March 18, 2014 Workshop,” is on file in the City Clerk’s office. The Comprehensive Plan funding of $170,000, which is part of the City Budget, was questioned by City Council, as why this is to be outsourced instead of in-house. Tevya Griffin, Director of Neighborhood Assistance and Planning gave a presentation on the, “Comprehensive Plan: A Vision for the Future, Hopewell City Council Work Session March 18, 2014,” to answer City Council’s questions and provided a handout to City Council. The last time an overall update of the Comprehensive Land Use Plan was conducted was in 2001. It was explained a Comprehensive Plan Update should include the following: vision and long term goals of the City; demographics; housing; transportation; schools-building, capacity and needs; the environment – soils, Chesapeake Bay protection area, and wetlands; potential redevelopment sites; land use – current and future (relationship between land use and zoning); historic resources; cultural resources; public facilities – buildings, capacity and needs; work force; regional aspects of development – opportunities; economic development – work with the Economic Development Authority (EDA) to examine the current Development nodes to assure the appropriate areas are designated. A copy of the report is on file in the City Clerk’s office. 

	Councilor Shornak filed a Transactional Disclosure Statement her daughter is a City employee.
