Guidelines for the Implementation of the Public-Private Education Facilities and Infrastructure Act (PPEA) of 2002

Public Notice
This is a notice that a complete set of the Comprehensive Agreement with Hopewell Nutrient Partners (HNP) for the design and construction of nitrogen removal facilities at the Hopewell Regional Wastewater Treatment Facility is available on the City’s website and in the City Clerk’s Office for public review.

In November 2013, the City of Hopewell received an unsolicited proposal from Hopewell Nutrient Partners pursuant to the Public-Private Education Facilities and Infrastructure Act of 2002 (PPEA), Va. Code § 56-575.1. et seq. and City Ordinance No. 2010-01 for the design and construction of the Hopewell Regional Wastewater Treatment Facility (HRWTF) Alternative 4A-1 Light, Phase 2 Nitrogen Removal Improvements project.  

The HRWTF is a 50 million gallon per day publicly owned wastewater treatment works receiving 80% industrial wastewater from local industries and domestic wastewater from the City of Hopewell, parts of Prince George County, Fort Lee, and the Federal Correctional Complex.  The HRWTF must reduce the nitrogen contained in its discharge to meet Virginia imposed nitrogen permit limitations.  
The nitrogen reduction PPEA proposal includes a segregated treatment process to provide year-round nitrification and partial denitrification of the domestic wastewater and a portion of the Honeywell wastewater in a segregated treatment process.  A Moving Bed Biofilm Reactor (MBBR) treatment system designed for biological nutrient removal is proposed to meet nitrogen levels of 15.0 mg/L on an annual average basis.  

On December 10, 2013, City Council reviewed the PPEA proposal from HNP, and resolved to accept the proposal and directed staff to advertise for competing proposals for 60 days.  A solicitation for competing proposals was advertised on December 18, 2013 with a closing date of February 18, 2014.  The City did not receive any competing proposals.
The City hired a third party engineering firm, Hazen and Sawyer, that reviewed and evaluated the PPEA proposal from HNP and determined that it meets the City’s qualifications guidelines and in the best interest of the City to accept the proposal.  After a public hearing at its meeting on May 13, 2014 City Council voted to approve the comprehensive agreement with HNP and to post the attached agreement on the City’s website.  
The cost of this project as contained in the comprehensive agreement and lump sum PPEA contract with HNP is $70,410,599.  The City applied for and received approval for a Virginia Water Quality Improvement Fund Grant for 60% of the nitrogen reduction equipment costs related to this project.
