BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF HOPEWELL that there is hereby levied for the tax year beginning on January 1, 2014, a tax at the rate of $1.11 per One Hundred Dollars ($100.00) of assessed valuation on real estate, and vehicles without motor power used, or designated to be used, as mobile homes or offices within the entire City of Hopewell as it now exists; and there is hereby levied for the tax year of 2014 a tax at the rate of $3.05 per One Hundred Dollars ($100.00) of assessed valuation on machinery and tools; a tax rate of $0.10 per One Hundred Dollars ($100.00) of assessed valuation on one (1) motor vehicle used in the performance of his/her duties as a bona fide member of the Hopewell Emergency Crew as assessed by the Commissioner of the Revenue as tangible personal property and certified by said organization that said member was in good standing on January 1 and duly authorized to represent said organization; and a tax at the rate of $3.50 per One Hundred Dollars ($100.00) of assessed valuation on tangible personal property, except such items of household goods and personal effects as itemized under §58.1-3504 of the Code of Virginia, which are hereby excluded, but including the property separately classified by §58.1-3506 of the Code of Virginia, having to do with boats and water craft, and all other property not herein specifically described, subject to taxation by the City of Hopewell, except that real and tangible personal property of Public Service Corporations shall be taxed in accordance with Chapter 26, Title 58.1, of the Code of Virginia, 1950, as amended.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS - ARCHITECTURAL REVIEW BOARD – DISCUSS “CITY POINT NATIONAL HISTORIC DISTRICT HANDBOOK AND DESIGN GUIDELINES MANUAL” 

	Tevya Griffin staff member of the Architectural Review Board (ARB) spoke about the National, State, and Local Historic Districts and their importance as a tool for managing change while protecting the area’s historic nature. Historic Districts are honored by the US Department of the Interior and the designation of a Historic District is not given lightly. The City of Hopewell has two major historic designations, City Point and Appomattox Manor. 

	Bryan Townes elaborated on the fact that the guiding force behind the Architectural Review Board is the Secretary of the Interiors “Standard of Rehabilitation.” The new additions to the guidelines are not to overwhelm existing features, yet to maintain the integrity so as not to jeopardize City Point and have it removed from the Historical list. 

	Stefan Calos, former member of the ARB said tax credits are important to the “City Point Historic District,” and there are a total of twenty five pre-Civil War buildings located in Hopewell.
