With the same educational system still being used, there has been a dramatic increase in the number of unemployed graduates in the 21st Century. 
	This film, directed by Greg Whiteley, follows students in the classrooms of High Tech High, an innovative new school in San Diego, California. Over the course of a school year, two groups of ninth-graders take on ambitious, project-based challenges that promote critical thinking schools rather than a memorization of facts and figures. 
	“If we teach today as we taught yesterday, we rob our children of tomorrow,” John Dewey, educational reformer, said. 
	Hopewell City Public Schools has shown this movie to its employees at Convocation, which was held on August 22. The division is committed to engaging all stakeholders in thoughtful discussion about the future of our students and schools.
